July 23 and 24 at Shadow Ridge. Peggy's clinic is for mounted and unmounted participants.
Everyone gets to work. We always hear about correct use of corners, good geometry, and
straight entries down the center line --but many riders lose points because they aren't riding
with attention paid to simple things like that --and Peggy's clinic will help us pay attention to
those things and more.

An e-mail blast hasbeen sentto all CDS members in the southern region,with a link to the
application located on the ICC webside. Or,you can contact me or any ICC board member and
an application will be mailed to you. Whether you want to ride or be an unmounted
